* Monitor plant conditions and hazards to ensure work under the permit remains safe

* Ensure that appropriate safety equipment and clothing are selected and worn as required
by the permit and relevant procedures

* Inspect work area to ensure safety and compliance with permit requirements and
procedures.

* Use required hazard reduction/control measures

» Comply with requirements of the permit including standby personnel if required

* Ensure compliance with scope, location and timeframe specified in the permit or seek
reauthorisation as required.

* Formally seek and receive authorised extensions to the permit when required

» Withdraw permit when work ceases for an extended period

* Obtain new permits or have existing permit revalidated before work is recommenced

» Check the work conducted against the issued permit to ensure that all the nominated work
requirements have been satisfied

» Monitor general housekeeping to ensure that the site has been left in a clean and safe
condition

» Communicate status of the work conducted and the results of the permit to relevant
personnel

» Complete documentation as required and have permit signed off when job is completed.
